Situation Report - 26 October 2005
Tropical Storm Alpha passed over Haiti on 22-23 October 2005 crossing the country from southeast to northwest. The strong rains produced localized floods in practically the whole country. The most affected departments were: West; Southeast; and Grande Anse.

The road between Les Cayes and Port-au-Prince was closed at Grand-Goave. Other main roads were also closed or open but to limited transport.

A health professional from the PAHO office in Port-au-Prince is evaluating the health situation in the Southeast (Anse-a-Pitre, on the border with the Dominican Republic). 
The Health Center in Anse-a-Pitre was affected by the floods that occurred there. This is a recurring problem, as the structure is in a vulnerable area of the village. The PAHO office is awaiting the feedback from its expert in the area to evaluate if support to the health center is needed. 

In most areas of the country the water has diminished and clean up started on October 23.
