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1. GENERAL SITUATION
The National Meteorological Office (ONAMET) maintains the advice for Tropical Storm for the northern coast of the Dominican Republic. It is anticipated that during the next 24 hours the situation will remain unchanged with heavy rains covering a good portion of the country.

The population was advised to stay away from the cost lines, rivers and streams.   

In the eastern part of the country, from San Pedro de Macoris, in the south, to Nagua, in the north-eastern part of the island, there is a persistent precipitation front (thunderstorm). The great amount of rain that is falling has caused floods of rivers and streams in all provinces in the eastern side of the island.

2. AFFECTED POPULATION
* Four (4) persons have been reported dead, 9 hurts, and 3 disappeared; but the information is not complete because authorities have reported that there are many isolated areas, where information is still lacking.

* In Ramon Santana, in the Province of San Pedro de
Macoris, 4,000 persons have been isolated because of the overflowing of river Soco and its tributaries.

* Evacuated persons in Official shelters or with family and friends: 22,740 of which 12,900 are in 145 official shelters.
3. DAMAGES TO AGRICULTURE AND INFRAESTRUCTURE
The authorities have begun the evaluation of damages, but no official reports are available. The agriculture production has suffered tremendous damages, especially in the lower Yuna River and the eastern provinces. Deforestation has been great. Many electric posts are down.  Damage to roads, aqueducts and potable water system has been considerable.

4. Measures Taken
The National Emergency Commission called to a meeting of its members, and special invitees, such as United Nations Agencies and other international development and donor agencies, to inform of the situation. 
An offer to contribute with resources to assist with the response to the emergency was expressed by the Representatives from the different agencies, as the assessment is more advance.
Expressed needs include non perishable foods, medicines, potable water and equipment for cleaning out roads.
· The Ministry of Health has sent a special contingency medical group to Hato Mayor and San Pedro de Macoris, to assist with the health situation there.
· A coordinating group, between SESPAS and PROMESE, for collecting medicine and medical supplies has been formed.

· An effort to obtain supplies of garbage plastic bags and chloride for water has been arranged with Red Cross and the Ministry of Health.
· Civil Defense and SESPAS are counting and evaluating the people in shelters. 

· Epidemiologic evaluation of shelters is being done.

· Red Cross has made available 160 ambulances, trucks and other vehicles for the emergency.  

· Red Cross has called to action 500 volunteers, including specialized personnel for emergency response.
