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The information presented in this update is based on data provided by Ministries of Health and National Influenza
Centers of Member States to the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO) or from updates on the Member States’
Ministry of Health web pages.

WEEKLY SUMMARY (ENGLISH)

North America: Influenza activity has remained low in North America. In Canada, ILI activity has been above the
baseline for the last four weeks. Rhinovirus circulation has been high and among influenza viruses, influenza A(H3)
predominated (among the subtyped influenza A viruses). In the United States, ILI activity has been below the national
baseline and influenza B has predominated among the circulating influenza viruses. From mid-August to September
30, 2014, 472 people in 41 states and the District of Columbia have been confirmed to have respiratory illness caused
by Enterovirus D68. In Mexico, ARI activity has been below the baseline and the proportions of SARI/ILI consultations
among all consultations has been highest in the southern part of the country (Yucatan peninsula). Among influenza
viruses circulating in Mexico, influenza B has predominated.

Caribbean: Influenza activity remained low in the Caribbean. A co-circulation of influenza A(H3) (Dominican Republic)
and B (Jamaica and Haiti) has been observed. In Cuba, SARI activity has been increasing over the last six weeks with
a predominance of RSV among circulating viruses.

Central America: In Central America, influenza B has predominated among circulating influenza viruses (Honduras,
Guatemala) while some countries have had few detections of influenza (El Salvador, Panama). In Costa Rica, SARI
activity has been increasing with a predominance of influenza B among circulating respiratory viruses.

Andean Region: In the Andean sub-region, respiratory virus and SARI/ARI activity have mostly been trending
downward (Colombia, Ecuador, Venezuela).Influenza B predominated in Ecuador, RSV in Colombia, and a co-
circulation of all influenza viruses was observed in Peru.

Southern Cone: In the Southern Cone, respiratory virus and SARI activity have been trending downwards (Argentina,
Brazil, Chile, Paraguay, Uruguay). Among influenza viruses circulating, influenza A(H3) has predominated.
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RESUMEN SEMANAL (ESPANOL)

América del Norte: La actividad de influenza continué baja en América del Norte. En Canada, la actividad de ETI ha
permanecido por encima de la linea basal por las Ultimas cuatro semanas. La circulacion del Rhinovirus ha sido alta,
y entre los virus de influenza, influenza A(H3) predomind (entre los virus subtipificados). En los Estados Unidos, la
actividad de ETI ha estado por debajo de la linea basal nacional e influenza B ha predominado entre los virus de
influenza en circulacion. Desde mediados de agosto hasta el 30 de septiembre, 2014, se confirm6 que 472 personas
en 41 estados y el Distrito de Columbia se infectaron con enfermedad respiratoria causada por Enterovirus D68 En
México, la actividad de IRA ha estado por debajo de la linea basal y las proporciones de consultas por IRAG/ETI de
todas las consultas ha sido mas altas en el sur del pais (peninsula Yucatan). Entre los virus de influenza
identificados en México, influenza B ha predominado.

Caribe: La actividad de influenza permanecio baja en el Caribe. Se observo co-circulacion de influenza A(H3) (en la
Republica Dominicana) y B (en Jamaica y Haiti). En Cuba, hubo un aumento en la actividad de IRAG durante las
Ultimas seis semanas con predominio de VSR entre los virus circulantes.

América Central: En América Central, influenza B ha predominado entre los virus de influenza en circulacion
(Honduras, Guatemala) mientras algunos paises han detectado poca actividad (El Salvador, Panama). En Costa
Rica, la actividad de IRAG ha estado aumentando, con predominio de influenza B entre los virus respiratorios
circulantes.

Region Andina: En la subregion Andina, se ha visto una reduccion importante en las actividades de los virus
respiratorios e IRAG/IRA (Colombia, Ecuador, Venezuela). La influenza B predomin6 en Ecuador, el VSR en
Colombia, y se ha observado una co-circulacion de todos los virus de influenza en Peru.

Cono Sur: En el Cono Sur, se ha observado una reduccion en la circulacién de los virus respiratorios y casos de
IRAG (Argentina, Brasil, Chile, Paraguay, Uruguay). Entre los virus influenza circulantes, la influenza A(H3) ha
predominado.
