Why the need to make mental health
count?

5% of the working-age population has a
severe mental health condition
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15% have a more common mild-or-moderate
disorder

People with severe mental illness die 20 years
earlier

Mental ill-health makes conditions such as
diabetes harder and more expensive to treat

People with severe mental illness are 6-7
more likely to be unemployed; with mild-to-
moderate illness, 2-3 times more likely
unemployed
