32.8% of students had ever smoked cigarettes (Boy = 39.2%, Girl = 26.4%)
16.6% currently use any tobacco product (Boy = 19.7%, Girl = 13.3%)
11.4% currently smoke cigarettes (Boy = 13.7%, Girl = 9.1%)

7.9% currently use other tobacco products (Boy = 9.5%, Girl = 6.2%)
14.8% of never smokers are likely to initiate smoking next year

Knowledge and Attitudes
27.6% think boys and 16.6% think girls who smoke have more friends
14.2% think boys and 11.2% think girls who smoke look more attractive

Access and Availability - Current Smokers
11.7% usually smoke at home
51.7% buy cigarettes in a store
80.9% who bought cigarettes in a store were NOT refused purchase because of their age
