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Capacity Building for Identification and Short-term
Interventions in Primary Health Care for Problems
connected with Alcohol Abuse

Over the past 30 years, research has shown that people who
drink to excess but do NOT suffer from any alcohol-related disorder
are those who benefit the most from short-term interventions to
prevent alcohol abuse or dependency. A large proportion of these
individuals are seen in the primary health services each year, and
thus, integrating screening with short-term interventions by trained
professionals is an efficacious, cost-effective measure in primary
health care. Contrary to popular belief, short-term interventions are
not the first treatment for dependency, but serve only to refer patients
with dependency or dangerous levels of consumption to other health
services. The AUDIT questionnaire (Alcohol Use Disorders
Identification Test) was developed by WHO and is recommended by
PAHO. Since 2004, training has been provided on the identification of
patients and short-term interventions in different countries--e.g., Cuba,
El Salvador, and the Dominican Republic. A workshop will be held in
Panama next May. These exercises are directed to some 30 health
professionals working in primary health care: psychiatrists, general
practitioners, nurses, social workers, and psychologists. They are also
designed so that those trained can then train other professionals.
This year there will be a follow-up to the exercise that was conducted
in the Dominican Republic to evaluate its results and identify barriers
to its effective implementation.

Submission of Articles for the Pan American Journal of
Public Health

The Revista Panamericana de Salud Piblica/Pan American
Journal of Public Health, the multilingual monthly publication of the
Pan American Health Organization (PAHO) indexed in Current
Contents and Social Sciences Citation Index, invites mental health
experts to submit research or expository articles on the following
topics: the epidemiology of mental disorders and risk factors in special

population groups in the Americas; characteristics of services for
people with mental health problems; access and equity barriers to
these services; ethics; human rights in the context of care of persons
with mental illness; addictions and treatment programs; human
resources in mental health and their professional training; mental
health problems in populations marginalized or victimized during
armed conflicts or natural disasters; legal aspects of care for persons
with mental and behavioral disorders. The focus should be public
mental health, given the nature of the journal. Articles in Spanish,
Portuguese, and English will be accepted. The Journal can be
accessed on the Web at http://journal.paho.org/ . We will soon have
an interactive interface for international discussions of public health
and mental health issues.

The AIMS Instrument of WHO

WHO has developed a new instrument for evaluating the status of
mental health systems, based on the compilation of information in a
particular country or region. The object of obtaining this information is
to improve the operation of mental health systems and establish
mechanisms to oversee the necessary changes. The information
requested by the AIMS instrument should be furnished by a focal
point who knows the mental health system in a particular region or
country and, moreover, is familiar with the additional information that
needs to be obtained. This instrument promises to be a useful tool for
the reformulation of national mental health policies, the creation of
community mental health services, and getting users and their
families involved in promotion, prevention, care, and rehabilitation
activities in the field of mental health. In the Americas, the instrument
has been used in Chile, Uruguay, Paraguay, Nicaragua, El Salvador,
and Guatemala, which are currently in the second phase. Panama
and the Dominican Republic are in the first phase of AIMS use. This
bulletin contains additional information in English in pdf.
