53.7% ever smoked cigarettes.

Factors Influencing Tobacco Use

35.8% were exposed to second-hand smoke at home, during the past week.
71.6% were exposed to second-hand smoke in public places during the past
week.
21.5% reported that their school had a ban on smoking in school buildings and
clinics.
100.0% thought smoking should be banned in all enclosed public places.
78.5% thought tobacco sales to adolescents should be banned.

69.1% thought there should be a complete ban on advertising tobacco products.

78.5% were taught about the dangers of smoking during Pharmacy school
training.

Role Model and Cessation Training

57.3% thought health professionals serve as role models for their patients.
100.0% thought health professionals have a role in giving advice about smoking
cessation to patients.
